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Welcome to the 2009 Pre-School year, and a very warm welcome to the new families who have joined us at Larool. Staff have been busy planning an interesting and educational progamme for 2009, and the next few weeks will focus on settling classes and allowing the children to become familiar with routines, staff and their peers.

We have a number of children, who for health reasons, are unable to eat nuts or products containing nuts, so please ensure that your child’s morning tea and lunch are completely nut free.


Parking in the driveway is for quick pick up and drop off only


Hats need to be worn at all times whilst playing outside, so please provide one every day


Changes of clothes are necessary for all children, and need to be packed in your child’s backpack.


Ask staff if you need help in any way.

Many hands make light work
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The warm weather is now with us.  To protect your child from the sun during their Preschool day please put sunscreen on your child before they arrive in the morning, and pack a sunhat in their bag.  





Students are at pre-school when ultraviolet (UV) radiation levels are at their peak and evidence suggests that childhood exposure to UV radiation contributes significantly to the development of skin cancer in later life.





Apply a broad spectrum, water resistant SPF30+ sunscreen before your child comes to pre-school.  Apply the sunscreen liberally, that is at least a teaspoon for each limb, front and back of the body and half a teaspoon for the face, neck and ears. 





Most people don’t apply enough sunscreen resulting in only 50-80% of the protection stated on the product.





To help make your child comfortable, they should have at least one full change of clothes, a jumper/sweat shirt in case the weather turns cold and two water bottles.  All items should be clearly labeled with your child’s name.





Hats must also be worn by all children while playing outside.  Please bring one with your child to Pre-school every day.
